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that offered, thinking the order ofchivalry Avould
be very wellbestowed upon him.

Noav, among other things, the barber during
the skirmish said,

ás ce'rtainly mine as the death IoAve to God, and
IknoAv itas Avell, as ifitATére a chile! of myown
body, and yonder stands my ass itt the stable,
AvhoAAd'l not suffer me to lie: pray dó but try it,
and, ifit does not íithim to a hair, let me be in-
famous: and moreover, by the same token, the
very day they took this from me, they robbed me
íikewise of a new brass basin, never hanelselled,
that Avas Avorth a crownJ.' Here Don Quixote
could not forbear ariswering; and thrusting him-
self beteveen the two combátante, and parting
them, and making them lay down the pannel on
the ground inpubiic view, until the truth should.
be decided, he said: "Sirs, you shall presently
see clearly and manifestly the error this honest
squire is in, in calling that a basin, Avhich Avas,
is, and ever shall be, Mambrino's helmet :IAvon

it in fair Avar, so am its right and lawful pos-
sessor. As to the pannel, Iintermeddle not:
AvhatIcan say of that matter is, that my squire
Sancho asked my leave to take the trappings of
this conquered -coward's horse, to adorn his own
with:Igave him leave; he took them, and, if
from horse-trappings they are metamorphosed
into an ass's pannel, Ican give no other reason
for itbut that common one, that these kind of

faith, Sir," quoth Sancho,
"
ifAve have no other

proof of our cause but Avhat your Worship men-
tions, Mambrino's helmet wilí prove as errant a
basin, as this honest man's trappings are a pack-
saddle."

—
'"Do what Ibid you," replied Don

Quixote;
"

for sure all things in this castle can-
not be governed by enchantment." Sancho Avent
for the basin, and brought it; and as soon as
Don Quixote saAV it,he took itinhis hands, and
said:

"
Behokl, gentlemen ; Avith Avhat face can

this squire pretenel this to be a basin, and not the
helmet Ihave mentioned? ISAvear by the order
of Knighthood, whichIprofess, this helmet is
the very same I-took from him, vrifhout addition
or diminution."

—"
There is no doubt of that,"

quoth Sancho;
"for, from the time my master

won ituntil now, he has fought but one battle
init, which Avas, when he freed those unlucky
galley-slaves; and had itnot been for his basin-
helmet, he had not then got off over-Avell; for
he had a power of stones hurled at him in that

pany laugh; and so, addressing himself to the
other barber, he said:

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And Isay, with subinission always to better
judgments, that this piece here before us, which
this honest gentleman holds in his hands, not
only is not a barber's basin, but is as far from
being so, as Avlrite is from black, and truth from
falsehood. Isay also, that, though itbe an hel-
met, itisnot a complete one."'

—
"No, certainly,"

-said Don Quixote; "for the beaver, that should
make half of it, is Avanting."—

"
Itis so," added

the Priest, who perceived his friend the Barber's
design; and Cardenio, Don Fernando, and his
companions, confirmed the same :and eA'en the
Judge, had not Iris thoughts been so taken up
about the business of Don Louis, Avould have
helped on the jest;but the concern he Avas inso
employed his thoughts, that he attended but
little, or not at all, to these pleasantries."

Lord have mercy upon me!" exclaimed the
bantered barber, "

horse's furniture."-— "'All that remains," said
the Priest, "is, forSignorDon Quixote to declare



his opinión : for, in matters of chivalry, all thes«
gentlemen, and myself,, yield himthe preference."
H"Bytheliving God, Gentlemen," said DonQui-
xote,

"
so many and such unaecountable things

have befallen me twice, that Ihave lodged in this
castle, thatIclare not ventare te vomch positively
for any thing, that may be asked me about it:
for Iam of opinión, that every thing passes in
itby the Avay of enchantment. The first time,

IAvas very much harassed by an enchanted Moor,

that was in it, and Sancho fared little better
among some of his folloAvers ; and to-night I
hung almost two hours by this arm, without
being able to guess howIcarne to fall into that
mischance. And, therefore, forme tomeddle now

in so confused a business,. and to be giving my
opinión, Avould be te spend my judgment rashly.
As to the question, whether this be a basin, or
an helmet, Ihave already answered :but as to
decíaring, whether this be apannel or acaparison,
Idaré not pronounce a definitÍAre sentence, but
remit it, Gentlemen, to your discretion : Avho

The barber's simplicitiescausedno less laugbter
than the follies of Don Quixote, Avho, at this
juncture, said: "There is-nowno more to be
done, but for every one to take Avhat is his OAvn;
and to. whom God has given it, may St. Peter
give his blessing." One of Don Louis's four
servante said :

"
Ifthis be not a premeditated

joke, Icannot persuade myself, that men of so
good; understanding, as allhere are, or seem to
be, should ventare to say, and affirm, tbat this
is not a basin, ñor that a pannel ;but seeing
they do actually say and affirmit,Isuspect there
must besóme mystery inobstinately maintaining
a thing so contrary to truth and experience: for,
by—(and out he rapped a round oath) all the
men in the world shall never persuade me, that
thísis not a barber's basin, and that a jack-ass's

May it not be a she ass's ?" cried

the Priest.
"

That is all one," said the servant ;



M for the question is Only, Avhether itbe, or be
not, a pannel, as your Worships say." One of
the officers of the holy Brotherhood, who carne
in, and had overheard the dispute, fullof choler
and inelignation, said: "

It is as much a pannel
as my father is my father; and whoevér says, or
shall say to the contrary, must be drank,"—
"You lie like a pitiful scoundrel," ansAvered
Don Quixote ;and, lifting up his lance, which
he never had let'go out of his hand, he Avent to
give him sucia a bloAv over the head, that, had
not theofficerslipped aside, he had been laid fíat
on the spot. The lance was broke to splinters
on the ground; and the other officers, seeing their
comrade abused, cried. out, ££ Help, help th©
holy Brotherhood," The innkeeper, who was
one of the troop, ran in that instant for his
Wanel and his sword, and prepared himself to»
stand by his comrades. Don Louiss servan ts
got about him, lest he should escape during the
hurly-buiiy. The barber, perceiving the house
turned topsy-turvy, laidhold again ofhis pannel,
and Sancho did the same. Don Quixote drew
bis sword, and fell upon the troopers. Don
Louis callee! out his servante, to leave him,
and assist Don Quixote, Cardenio, and Don
Fernando, who all took part with. Don Quixote.
The Priest cried out, the hostess shrieked, her
daughter roared, Maritornes wept,Dorothea was
confounded, Lucinda stood amazed, and Dosaa
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Clara fainted away. The barber cufled Sancho,
and Sancho pommelled the barber. Don Louis
gave one of his servante, Avho laid hold of him
by the arm lest hé should escape, such a elash on
the chops, that he bathed his mouth in blood.
The Judge interposed in Iris defence. Don Fer-
nando got one of the troopers down, and kicked
him to his heart's contení. The innkeeper rein-
forced his voice, demanding aid for the holy
Brotherhood. Thus the Avhole inn Avas nothing
but Aveeping, cries, shrieks, confusión, fears,
frights, mischances, cuite, cudgellings, kicks, and
effusion of blood.

see with your own eyes, how the discord of
Agramantes camp is passed over and transferred
bither among us : behold, how there they fight
for the sword, here for the horse, yoneler for the
eagle, here again for the helmet ;and Ave all
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Ight, and no one understands another. Come
therefore, my Lord Judge, and youmaster Priest,
and let one of you stand for King Agramante,
the other for King Sobrino 3

"5, and make peace
among us; for by the eterna! God, itis a thousand
pities, so many gentlemen of quality, as are here
of us, should killone another for such trivial
matters." The troopers, Avho did not understand
Don Quixote's language, and found themselves
rouglily handled by Don Fernando, Cardenio,
and their companions, Avould not be pacified;
but the barber submitted ;for both his beard and
his pannel were demolished in the scuffle. Sancho,
as became a dutifulservant, obeyed the least voice
of his master. Don Louis's four servante Avere

also quiet, seeing how little they got by being
otherwise. The innkeeper alone Avas refracto ry,
and insisted, that the insolences of that madman
ought to be chastised, avIio at every foot turned
the inn upsiele down.

Who Avas he that knew not, that Knights-errant
are exempt from all judicial authority, that their
SAVord is their law, their bravery their privileges,
and their avíII their eelicls ? Who Avas the mad-
man, Isay again, that is ignorant, that no patent
of gentility contains so many privileges and ex-

emptions, as are acquired by the Knight-errant,
the day he is dubbeel, and gives himself up to

the rigorous exercise ofchivalry ? What Knight-
errant ever paid custom, poll-tax, subsiely, epiit-
rent, porterage, or ferry-boat ? What taylor ever

brought in a bilí for making his clothes ? What
govemor that lodged himinhis castle, ever made
him pay a reckoning ? What King did not seat

him at his table ? What damsel was not in love
with him, and did not yielel herself up to bis
whole pleasure and will?Andlastly, what Knight*



errant has there ever been, is, or shall be, ín the
world,who has not courage singly to bestoAv four
hundred bastinadoes on four hundred troopers
of the holy Brotherhood, that shall daré to pre-
sent themselves before himT

While Don.Quixote was- talking at this rate,

the Priest was endeavouring to persuade the

soon reléase him as being a madman. To which

The innkeeper, observing Avhat
recompense the Priest had maeíe the barber, de-
manded Don Quixote's reckoning, with ampie
satisfaction for the damage done to his skins,
and the loss of his Avine ; SAvearing, that neither
Rozinante ñor the ass should stir out of the inn,
untilhe had paid the uttermost farthing. The
Priest pacified him, and Don Fernando paid him
all, though the Judge very generously offered
payment :and thus they all remained in peace
and quietness, and the inn appeared no lon<rer
the discord of Agramantes camp, as Don Qui-
xote had called it,but peace itself, and the very
trancruillity ofOctavius Ca;sar's days: and itAvas
the general opinión, that all this Avas OAving to
the good intention and great eloquence of the
Priest, and the incomparable liberality of Don
Fernando.

Iam obliged to you, Sir Knight, for the in-

It is to succour the orphaus and distressed, and
Heaven grant, that your desire and mine be soon
accomplished, that you may see there are some

grateful Avomen in the Avorld. As to my de-

párteme, let it be instantly, for Ihave no other
willbut yours : and, pray, dispose ofme entirely
at your OAvn pleasure; for she, Avho has once

committed the defence of her person, and the
restoration of her dominíons, into your hands,
must not contradict whatever your wisdonl shall
direct."

—"
In the ñame of God," aeldeel Don

Quixote,
"

since a lady so humbles herself, I
willnot lose the opportunity ofexalting her, and
setting her oía the tlarone of her ancestors. Let
us elepart instantly ;forIam spurred on by the
eagerness of my desire, and the length of the
journey; and they say, delays are dangerous.
And since Heaven has not created, ñor hell seen
any danger, that can daunt or affríght me, Sancho,
sadelle Rozinante, and get ready your ass, and
her Majesty's palfrey ;and let us take our leaves
of the governor of the castle, and of these nobles,
and let us elepart henee this instant."

Sancho, who Avas present all the while, said,
shaking Iris head from side to side :

"Ah,mas-
ter, master, there are more tricks in a tOAvn than
are dreamt of, with respect to the honourable
coifs be itspoken."—" What tricks can there be

Ifyour Worship puts yourself into a passion,"

ansAvered Sancho,
"
Iwillhold my tongue, and

forbear to say Avhat Iam bound to tell, as a
faithful squire and a dutiful servant ought to his
master."

—"
Say what you avíII," replied Don

Quixote,
"

so your Avords tend not to making
me afraiel : ifyou are afraid, you do but like
yourself; and ifIam not afraid, Ido like my-
self."—" Nothing of all this, as Iam a sinner to
God," answered Sancho ;

"
only that Iam sure

and positively certain, that this lady, who calis
herself Queen of the great kingdom of Mico-
micon, is no more a Queen than my mother:
for, Avere she Avhat she pretends to be, she Avould
not be nuzzling, at every turn, aad in every
córner, Avith somebody that is in the company."
Dorothea's colour carne at Avhat Sancho said, it
being true indeed, that her husband, Don Fer-
nando, noAV and then by stealth, had snatched
withhis lips an earnest of that reAvard his affec-
tions deserved : which Sancho having espied, he
thought this freedom more becoming a lady of
pleasure than a queen of so vast a kingdom.
Dorothea neither could, ñor would, ansAver San-
cho a word, but let him go on with his dis-
course, which he did, saying :

ánd living fire darting from his eyes, he said :
<E Scoundrel ! designing, unmannerly, ignorante
ill-spoken, foul-mouthecl, impudent, murmuring,
ánd backbiting villain! darest thou utter such
Words in my presence, and in the presence of
these illüstrious Ladies ? And hast thou dared to
eütertain such rude and insolent thoughts in thy
cénfüséd imágination? Avoidmy presence, mon-
stér of nature, treasury of lies, magazine of de-
céíts, storéhouse of rogueries, inventor of mis-
chiéfs, publísher ofabsurd'ities, and enemy of the
fespect dué Ib royal personages ! Be gone; ap-
pear not before me, on pain ofmy indignation."
And in saying this, he arched his brows, puffed
his cheeks, stared round about him, and gave a
violent stamp withhis right foot on the floor; all
manifest tokens of the rage locked up in his
breast. Atthese words and furious gestares San^
cho was so frightened, that he would have been
glad the earth hael opened that instant, and



SAvalloAvéd him up. And he knew not Avhat to
do, but to tura his back, and get out of the en-
raged presence ofhis master.

But the discreet Dorothea, who so perfectly
understood Don Quixote's humour, to pacify his
wrath, said:

of the Sorrowful Figure, at the follies your good
squire has uttered : for, perhaps, he has not said
them without some ground ; ñor can itbé sus-
pected, consielering his good understanding and

Don Quixote ansAvered, that he par-
doned him;and the Priest Avent for Sancho,
Avho carne invery humble, and, falling down on
his knees, begged his master's hand, Avho gave it
him;and, after he had let him kiss it, he gave
him his blessing, saying :

They all desired
to know what that business of the blanket was,
and the innkeeper gave them a very circumstan-
tial account ofSancho Panza's tossing: atwhieh
they were not a little diverted. And Sancho
Avould have been no less ashamed, ifbis master
had not assured him afresh, that it Avas all en-
chantment. And yet Sancho's folly never rose
so high, as tobelieve, that it was not doWnright
truth, Avithout any mixture of illusion or deceit,
being convinced he had been tossed inthe blanket
by persons of fiesh and blood, and not by ima-
gmary or visionary phantoms, as his master sup*
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Two days had already passed since all this il-
lustrious company had been in the inn;and
thinking itnow time to elepart, they contrived
how, Avithout giving Dorothea and Don Fer-
nando the trouble of going back Avith Don
Quixote to bis village, under pretence of restor-
ing the Queen of Micomicon, the Priest and the
Barber might carry him as they desired, and en-

deavour toget him cured ofhis madness at honre.
While this Avas in agitation, Don Quixote Avas

laid doAvn upon a bed, to repose himself after his
late fatigues ; and in the mean time they agreed
with a Avaggoner, who chanced to pass by Avith
his team ofoxen, to carry him in this manner.

émuiate the tearing claws of their valorous sire,

And this shall come to pass before the pursuer of
the fugitive nymph shall have made tevo rounds,
to visit the bright constellations, inIris rapid ánd
natural course. And thou, oh the most nobjf

and obedient squire, that ever had sword inbeit,
beard on face, and smell in nostrils, be not dis*-
mayed ñor afflicted, to see tbeflower of Knight-
errantry carried thus away before thineeyes.

effect: follow therefore the footeteps of|be Ta-

lorous and enchanted Knight, for it is expedient
for you to go, where ye may both rest: and be^
cause Iam permitted to say no íaaore, God be

Avith you;forIreturn Iwell know Avhither.''
And, at finishing the prophecy, he raised his

voice very high¿ and then sunk it by degrees,

with so soft an accent, that even they, who were
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in the secret of the jest, Avere almost ready tobe-
lieve, that what they heard was true.
